One Version, Two Architectures
Versioning

When we introduced rateManagerASP-2009, we included functionality to store
and retrieve rates from and to Mexico. This added functionality required some
modifications to the existing code as well as the database structure.

We found that some clients were reluctant to move to this version due to these
changes. They did not require the ability to rate from or to Mexico, so they were
quite pleased to stay with rateManagerASP-2008.

From our perspective, weOve magsohvirtaallyned and
the same application. With the exception of the minor system and database

changes for Mexico rating functionality, the underlying source code for both

versions are the exact same.

So, for 2011, we have rolled the two versions into one. rateManagerASP North
America (v.4) now provides Mexico rating functionality as an included option.

rateManagerASP North America will be a major update for current users of
rateManagerASP-2008. An automated update process will bring
rateManagerASP-2008 installations into total compatibility with the new version
database and XML schemas and allow Mexico rate functionality.

rateManagerASP North America will be a minor upgrade for current users of
rateManagerASP-2009. This upgrade also provides total compatibility with
current rateManagerASP-2009 database and XML schemas and will not require
any changes. Mexico rate functionality is already included.

Note the current version of rateManagerASP Import Utility manages data
importing for both versions, so no change to this product will be required.
Architecture

Our plans are to roll out rateManagerASP North America for 32bit installations

(x86 architecture) in the third quarter 2011, followed by a 64bit version (x64
architecture) later in the fourth quarter 2011.



Enhanced User Interface
This is the biggest change in rateManagerASP North America

First we took a look at the existing interface with a thought of streamlining it. The
very first thing we did was to move the Client Profile selector to the header of the
application and remove it from the many pages. This resulted in a significant
reduction in coding on each of the existing pages. This also increased the screen
real estate for the underlying data being displayed.

A common request we received from users was to provide the ability to jump
across related pages, rather than have to back out from one, and then go to
another. We started with the Rate Application Listing page and added two new
links for each summary record provided: Count and List.
